

Instructions for Self-Help
Uncontested Divorce Packet

NO CHILDREN

This packet is designed to help you complete your own uncontested divorce.  If you and your spouse do not totally agree on everything, you will need to hire an attorney.  These documents will not help you with a contested divorce.  

Please note that if you have children, you cannot use this particular packet.  There are provisions that are required by law for persons having children who are filing for a divorce.  This packet does not include the language required for persons who are divorcing who have children.  Also, this is a “simple” divorce packet.  There are no provisions made for persons who have assets.  If you own anything with your spouse and/or have debts, then you need to hire an attorney to process your divorce.  

When you complete these documents, look for any areas outline by blue text.  Those areas are the areas where you will need to fill in information, i.e. such as your name, address, date of birth, etc.  You will need to change the text to black before you print the documents.
You and your spouse will need to attach financial documents as they are requested in the Mandatory Case Disclosure and file them with this packet.

Once you have completed the packet, you will need to print it out and then take the original signed and notarized documents, along with 2 copies to the Jefferson County Court Clerk, Family Court.  When you arrive there, you will need to get in line for the clerk to file your documents.  There is a filing fee that changes periodically. The current filing fee as of May, 2008 is $118.00.

There are 2 other documents that are not included in this packet because they are documents that the clerk will give you.  You must file a type-written case data sheet and a type-written VS300.  You can get these documents at the clerk’s office.  Note that the clerk will not assist you with any document preparation.  
These documents were prepared only for Jefferson County, Kentucky Courts and are not meant to be used for any other jurisdiction.
